Prerequisites: HTS 551 Metaphysical Theology 1, SPD 511 Prayer and 
Meditation, SPD 521 Self Awareness, completion of at least 30 credit hours or 40 continuing 
education units and faculty coordinator approval. Recommended: MAS 501 Pastoral 
Counseling I, MAS 504 Pastoral Counseling II, and MAS 506 Pastoral Studies.
